Artisan’s work being submitted to the National Museum of Wildlife Art Screening Committee
must meet the following criteria:

®  Submit a maximum of six digital images representing the best examples of your
work.
®  Your images need to be professionally done with no background distractions.
® JPG format at a maximum resolution of 72 dpi, and a maximum width or height of
16 inches. Please save these images to CD or email them to jlee@wildlifeart.org.
® Include a PDF of:
o  Your name, address, phone number, and email address
o Type of Medium i.e fiber, glass, precious stone, sterling silver
o Artist’s Biography
o List of awards, and any other pertinent information

There is a screening fee of $25 payable by check or money order to the National Museum of
Wildlife Art.

Entries must be sent by April 30, 2012, to be considered for the 2013 Show.

Selections will be made by the Museum’s Screening Committee in April and applicants will be

notified of their selection in June of 2013.
